That
weans 26.2 percent of children £rom non«Kannada mother
tonaue homes are rogularly attending Kamnada medium

sohoolsn, However it is not a sound reason to expect other

ehiildren to follow the example of these xeguler children.

When regular and drop-out children are compared in
the backgrounds of mother tongue and media of instruction
It is oboerved that fasilities for Tamil and Telugu mothor

tongue children eppear to be gquite inadequate.

on a follow-up study of schools in those slum
arcas where there is a concentration of Tamil and Telugu
speaking population it was observed that in some achools
facilities for Tamii/Telugu medium of instruction were
not avallable at all. In three schools where there 1s a

either makes incense sticks or rolls boedies, Mostly
those who have mentioned the name of the work as servante
nmalds aro girls, They wash utensils, clean houszes,
lass windows, look after small bables and in some cases
wash clothes also in nearby reletively welletowdo housaes.
These girls are usually lowspaids Mony o€ the dropeouts
engagel In pald-gork who have sadid that they get less
than e 10/« por wonth belong to this category.

85,23 meroent of the drop-~outs in pald work have
full time jobs. Buk only 2.24 percent have a peymaneat
job and anothor 5,96 percent are working as apprentices
and hop: to settle down pormanently.

Income of the dropeouts The lacome garned by a Grope
out ranges anywhere between lese than B, 10/« per month
to B 150 par month, However most of thom, 82,84 percent
get less than 15,75/« per month, Those who earn f£rom

It appears that those drop-oute who mske incense
aticks/roll beedies are the worst of the exploited ghildren.
ror instenco, a child who makes a thousand incense sticks
gaets around a rupec. The raw matorial will have been
supplied by the wholesale dealer of incense sticks. These
inec1ge sticks are sold after beling packed and branded
at a rate of M2/~ to M.3/~ for every 100 sticks, As
such out Of Ps.20/- to 30/- of their dally produce~value
they will got a paltry sum of Re.1/= only. Tha percentage
of children willing to subject rhemselves to such explol-
tation (or parents who subjoct them so as to supplement
family income) and thus leave school is quite high in slum
areas. They usually come from mediunm sized homes where

deal (protected from exploitation) 1if the school system
can provide for such facilitles, Uhat i3 required is a
little imaginative organisation on the part of the governw
ment (specifically the Department of Public Instruction)
and Commitment on the part of its functionaries., I
believe that the gcheme would attract more children to
school and retain them in the system.

haol? Hardly 4.20 percent
of drop-outs have falled at school, The rest, 95,80
reent, ‘just?® left school. The popular assumption that
fallure leads to dropping out(gtagnatian contributes to
wastage) has limited cignificance. When the parents of
this small percentage of c¢hildren vere asked as to why
thelr children failed they gave many reasons such as poor
memory, irregular attendance, work at home, lll=htealth,
fear of teacher etc., They reported peer—group inf luence

as a major reason for irregular attendance.
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The number of
physically handicapped in slum areas (as they appear

among the drop~outs in our sample) 1s a cause for concern,
Tt works out to be that there are 18 out of every 1000
children in slum areas who have physical handicaps. This
is quite a high figure compared to the figures of physically
handicapped children é;b Karnataka and India which are 3.46
and 4.11 respectively according to the latest NSS survey.
Further the figures for urban areas in Karnataka and India
are 1,65 and 2.02 only. (All these figures are For one
thousand children). As such it is clear that the slums
contribute significantly to the ov~rall figures of the
data on physically handicapped children in the state. The
Dapartments of Health, Social Welfare and Education need

to invigorate thelr efforts in slum areas to tackle the

prohlems of these physically handicapped children.

2 school in a locallty is an educational facility,
Participation in school amounts to utilisation of this
educational faclility and 1s the basic or essential compo=
nent of utilisation., However, once children begin to

attend school regularly then there is a provision of many
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more educational facilities provided by the govermment
which children may have a chance to utilise, Most of
thess facllities are provided to children with a view

to retain them in school, promote their regular attendance
and encourage them for better learning. The pre-matric
scholarships, the atiendance scholarships, the free supply

of text books and the mideday meals schemes are illustra-
tions of such facilities,

There 18 a feeling that the educational facilities
provided by the governmant o school children are not
reaching a large number of children, Complaints have
been there of defects in the implementation of these
schemcs, of misuse of intended benefits either by the
beneficlaries or by the administrative machinery. It is
also felt that the coverage of children through these
pschamaa is bopy_;naggqnatg.and_imbalanced from the point
| of view of regional and socio-ecanomic background of
children.,

The present atudy has attempted to go into some
of these issues by trying to f£ind out the extent and
problems of utilisation of these facilities by slum=dwellexs
who send their children to school regularly. Information

—
about the schemes are presented in appendix no.i{,.
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Majority of children in slum
areas, 56,40 percent, receive mid-day meals during
recess time in school. Out of those who beneflt from
the mid~day meal scheme, 62.39 percent receive bread/
bufvand 37.61 percent receive uppma, Uppma 1s a south
Indian refreshment that can be cooked on a larga scale
and served to a large number of persons at the same time.
82 out of 218 beneficlaries receive upwvma and only 16,06
parcent of these children say that uppma is goeds 1In
17.8% percent cf the czses children feel that uppma is
not properly cooked and mothers teatifled by telling
that they recook uppma at home. ©One out of every ten
children has rofused to take the mddeday meal elther
frequently or once-in-a way because of its' (uppma) poor
quality. A few children have given up taking mid-day
meal though the facility is extended to the school where
they study. However all the children say that ‘bread is
good®, All children feel that the time of serving the
mideday meal sults them weil. One out of every five
children fasls that the guantum of f£ood served as mid-day
meal 1s imdeg&te. It is also observed that not all
c¢hildren eat the mid=day meal at homes Many of them
carry it home and share with other children fmostly vounger
children) in the family.
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Bread as a mid-day meal is better received by
#lum children in schoole than uppma. Further, supply

of bread involves very less administrative and managerial

problems than supply of uppma.

45.33 percent of
children whose fathers income is more than Rs.301/- per

month and goes up to Rs,650/=~ per month and in two cases
even over R3.701/~ per month get mid=day meal,

On the other hand, the percentage of children
coverad from homes where fathers' earning does not
croas RS.100/~ per month is 35,7,

48.0 percent of children vhose mothers are earning
below Ra.l150/- per month are benefitted by mid-day maal,
Tha figure for children who come from homes where mothers

are housawives is 39,1 percent.

It iz revealad by this study that the mid-day
meals scheme has falled to serve the poorest sections
t  of soeiety adequately and specially those children whose
J’:Eathers income is less than Ra.100/= per month. Also,
\1\: serves those children whose mothers are employed and
earn an incomme, bettar than those whoss motl‘:era are

housewlives,
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It is also observed that children from medium

aized ramilies hermfit more than those from small or
large fawilies.

It i® common understanding that any
survey on rutritional status of children in urban aress
would show that slum children are very much undernourished
and malnourished in contrast to children in other urban
areas. To the concerned and watchful observer who walks
through the slums, children evcke a spontaneous fealing

of pity and despondency. Children in rags and some of
them even without it on thedir bodys ricketty, P
unmuﬂi ant uncarad fors some with an observable liver
trouble and some with a tubarculosis affectsd lock, some
affected by polio and some by vicarious physical handi=

capss pla;ing on svampy soil or with gresnish yellow

drainage or sawage water that flows freely as a rivulet
across the narrov muddy, sigezag, street 1lixe Sesignss living
in crowded, unstakle hut=like structures with thatched

roofs whid are themselves sandwitched by each others children
who would still throw a glesful (sometimen suspieious),
carefree look which reminds the cksarver that they are the
potential, the hope of a developing Indis. They need a
better deal. The many facilities that a developing urban
agglemoration ean provide for its own use such as the lush
green parks, the swimaing pools, tha alr~conditioned
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theatres, cinema halls and hotels, exquisitely furnished
suditoriums for music, dance and drama, spravling acade=-
mic campuses with superstructures, the most modernised
nurging homes, etey are not at all within the reach of
the commoners who live in slums., ParMaps they had a
share of labour in the construction buildings for these
facilities. After all it 1s not too much for them to
hope to get a mid-day meal for their children during
the recess hours when they attend the school system
more out of compuleion than out of volition. As such
i.it' is fair in the interests of human values to see that
all children in slums be covered by the mid-day meals
\‘achame and especially those who are the poorest of the
POOr . The pressent rider on public contributions to
sanction the scheme should be waived wlth respect to
schoole locatad in slum areas or those which are nearby
the slums and to which a large number of stum children
attend. 3w e SC

slum=dwallers are benafitted by the pre~-matric scholarship
scheme. Tha amount they have to get is Rs,50/=. for the
year at the rate of Rs,5/= per month for ten months.
Howaver, 14.8 percent of the beneficlaries do not recelve
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the full amount. This figure includes 4.65 percent
who recelve halfethe=amount, 1,00 percent who receive
four=-£ifths and 9.35 percent who receive nine-tenths
of the amount, The amount of benefit is always distri-

buted during the beginning of the next year.

In a majority of cases, 76.38 percent, the
families of the heneficiaries spend the amount on the
beneficiary chlldren. They buy clothes and books for
for children. However, 17.58 percant, one-sixth of
the benefliclaries, spend the entire amount on family

maintenance, These latter group of families belong to

the lover income gQro ups,

Only girl students who

attend school reqularly are eligible for the benefit,

6.40 percent of eligible children in slums do not
Ect the benefit. 7That is, the scheme covers 63,60
percent of sligibel children. 50 percent of the bene-
fielaries receive the benefit in the form of uniforms.
30.0 percent receive a bag or books or both along with
uniform. There are a few children who receive an instru-
ment box or a pencll, pen and rubber only. It is possible
that the full amount due to the child is spent on the
child when uniforms, books and bags are given to the child.
But it is difficult to understand as to how an instrument
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box or pencills, pen and rubber make up for the full
amount vhich is as much as R_s;:lgzn per year. As such
leakace of amount of scholarship betwsen the government
and children may be suspected in 20.00 percent of cases
where just pencila, pen and rubber or an instrument box
are given to beneficiary children.

Most of the beneficiaries belong to loweincome
group families.

kgt 14.00 percent of regular
children get free books from their schools. Out of
the 70 children who get free Mooks, 64 are covered by
the government achemws. 7Zhere ure twd voluntary agencles,
the Catholic Church and the Al Amesn Trust who alsc
supply free text hooks to ciildren and 6 children in
our sample are covered by these agencles, Howaver, .
the beneficiaries from voluntary agencies wppear to be
in higher income groups.

. Tn terms of fathers income the scheme of free
supply Of textbooks (by the govermment) benefits lower
incoms bracketd, It is cbaerved thatemong beneficiary
garilies where mothers are worklng jower la the mothers'
income , higher appears to be the nunber of beneficlary
children in respectiva categories.
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The textbooks are recelved at the beginning of
the ysar. It appears that the distridbution of text
jbmks is done in a haphazard way. There is no uniforw
'mity in the inplementation of the scheme. The number
\of books received by children varies from I to B and
the parcentages of children in various categorles (in
terms of number of books received) also varies,

Further, there apoesrse to be a dysfunctionality
in the aoperastion of the scheme. The guverment schools
torough which free textoooks are supplied to children
are not supposed to collect soney from beneEiclary
cehdléren. lowever it is cpsarved In this study that one
school collecte (an assistant teacher) g paige per book
from each benaficlary child, My meeting with the DOPI
of the range, to which the school belonged, in this
regard makes an interesting reading as presentad in the
body of the report.

Some of the common problems that parsnts face
sither in the utilisation of special educational facili-

ties or in admission to school which is a basic aspect
of utilisation are discussed in the hody of the report in
detail. A mention {8 made of such problems here.
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Parents £ind it difficult o get a birth certis
ficate for thelr children (born at home) which is required
at the time of atwission to school. We come across a few
oiildron iu ulum areas who are roaming about as they are
denied admission in scoools for want of a birth certifie-
cate.s bimilarly parents f£ind it difficult to gef a.caste
ewrtificste for thedr children which is required to
benetit from many of the special educational facilitles,
Parents have to lose wages, bribe concerned persons, gpend
on visiting offices a number of times etey, te gst thege

artificates, It is essential to simplify the lssue of

e birth certificate and the csste certificate by ine
volving the nearby schools in elum Jareas. Parents should
be saved of the botheration of gelng about for such certis
Floabey, (Or course, suxe parents do not boiher about
thoso certificates at prosent and some of them do not

know hiow to go about).

The Care(Cooperative for American Relief
Everywhere) assisted Midday Meal programme is in
operation in the state from 1963-64, CARE is an
American voluntary organisation engaged in relief
and welfare work alli over the world. Providing
Midday Meals for the needy school children is one
among the many activities of CARE. The food
commodities donated by the people of the USA are
supplled to the primary school children through
the CARE organisation. The CARE is providing food
commoditices like (Dried Skimmed Milk) DSM,SFB
(soya “Fortified Bélqar wheat ), Balahar and Balad
oil foxr thig feeding proyrammae. Each child undex
the programme lg given 80 gms., of food commoditiles
and 7 gms. of all per day. These commodities are
cooked into 'Upplttu' the state govt.ls meeting the
other charges like~Transportatién, Administrative
cost, incidental charges, cook-cum=-ayah charges,
Handling and clearning charges at port level,
rents to godowns and allowances to AEO's, Clerks and
Peons. The Director of Public Instruction 1s the
overall authority for running Midday Meal scheme

in the state,

pDuring the year 1978~=79, 13,27 lakha of
children of both pre-school and school going

children were covered under this scheme. During






the year 1977-78 & new scheme of preparation
of fooud called ‘Central Kitchens' wag taken
up in ten talvk ranges, on an experimental
hagig for feeling 6,000 children for 60 days
ot a cost of . 30000 each Kitchen.

Government hag made loowl contributiong
o primary requisite for the implementation of the
scheme. As such only those achools are sclected
which ara assured of locol contributions to mcet
tuc idncidental chargos of the feedlng contres such
as vesoals, plates and tumblers, firewood, miscellanew
